Udimore garage site

At the July meeting the council decided to support the application to build a four bedroomed house on the site of the former garage. Rother District Council have approved the application subject to a number of conditions, mainly related to the proper removal of any contaminated soil.

There is now planning consent for two houses on the site, the application for the other house having been approved some years ago.

The owner of the site has now applied to Rother District Council for permission to demolish the existing structure. If permission is granted work will begin in the coming weeks.
